Questionnaire (MTNZ) 

Ngaire spoke on the questionnaire that  she had sent for completion by ALL SOCIETIES, 

all but one in Zone 2 responded.  The object of this form was to ascertain how much is 

actually spend with the various corporates, rights holders etc in a 12 month period and 

this was to be a national figure – i.e. all Societies to contribute the figure and Kate was 

tallying to get the grant totals for New Zealand.  We were then going to approach these 

corporates to help fund conference, however without EVERYONE responding this could 

not actually happen and getting some Societies to provide this information throughout 

the Country appeared to just be too hard.  We may try again next year.

Ngaire advised the draft programme for the weekend.  A discussion on the format of the 

AGM – Zone 2 in favour of having the meeting, award presentations all in the morning 

and the seminars and forums in the afternoon.

This can be presented to someone in your Society who has contributed at least 5 years 

of continuous exceptional service; this is presented at Society level; someone who 

works hard within your Society. The requirements are attached to these minutes

You need to send 2 posters and 1 programme.  There are various categories – I have

granted rights to the same show.  This put both Musikmakers and Hamiton Operatic into

Ngaire suggested we write a letter to the rights holders stating the following: 

 

Letter Content 

� Asking for exclusivity of the rights 

� Distance within certain radius (100km) 

� From when rights are booked and deposit is paid 

� Guaranteed assurance, when other companies apply, they are 

told that they cannot be given the rights within 6 months from the 

signing of the contract 

 

Ruth Love (Musikmakers) moved a motion that Ngaire write to MTNZ and ask that on 

Zones Twos behalf a letter is taken to Hal Leonard expressing the  points as outlined, 

seconded by Rotorua Musical Theatre. Accepted by all Societies 

 

It was requested that a copy of the letter be sent with the minutes 

 

Footnote:  Due to the Earthquake in Canterbury Stuart has delayed his trip until 

October, Ian has the letter and Ngaire will see  him at an Executive Meeting in Nelson at 

the end of October – she will update everyone on the progress 

 

Thinking Ahead

coming up and gives you plenty of time to get people interested.
